RCIA 6Qand A

What is the RCIA? RCIA stands for the Rite of
Christian Initiation of Adults. It is the process
by which an adult becomes a Catholic. A per-
son who was not previously baptized is called a
Catechumen. Someone who has been baptized
is called a Candidate.

But if | am already a Christian, why is it called
Christian initiation? The RCIA was intended for
people who are not yet baptized, ie: are not
yet Christians. However, the RCIA has modifi-
cations to address the needs of people who are
already baptized. The name RCIA in no way is
intended to suggest that someone who is bap-
tized is not a Christian.

Will | be baptized again? Usually not. We rec-
ognize and accept as valid Christian baptisms in
all major Christian churches and communities.

How long does it take? It depends. The process
is adapted to the needs of each individual. It is
about conversion and apprenticing oneself in
the Catholic faith and Community. For exam-
ple, a person raised in the Lutheran Church who
has attended Mass with their Catholic family for
the last 20 years may be ready to be confirmed
and receive communion within a month. On
the other hand, someone who grew up with no
Church connection and no knowledge of Jesus
might need 1-2 years to experience conversion
and apprenticeship in the Catholic faith.
