Eucharistic Adoration: Keeping Vigil with Christ 

Please sign up in the parish center to participate in Eucharistic 
Adoration at John XXIII during Holy Week.  At the conclusion of our 
7 pm Mass on Holy Thursday (April 1) we will hold Eucharistic Ado-
ration in our special chapel.  Eucharistic adoration will continue 
through the night and conclude with our 5 pm Good Friday liturgy. 
You may sign up for one half hour or an hour.  
 
What is Eucharistic Adoration? 
 
In the Garden of Gethsemane during His passion Jesus said to the 
Apostles, "Could you not spend one hour with me?" Eucharistic 
Adoration is our opportunity to spend a half hour or an hour with 
Jesus, present in the Blessed Sacrament.  This is a quiet time of 
personal prayer.  There is no prescribed prayer format.  Options 
include reading from Scriptures or a prayer book or saying the Ro-
sary.  You can also just sit and say nothing simply keeping Him 
company, just as you would with a dear friend. 
 
Eucharistic Adoration is an act of faith in the presence of Christ 
the Eucharist.  It is an act of love for the God who loved us even 
unto death on a cross. It is sitting before our Lord as the early dis-
ciples did, to listen to Him, to learn His will for us, to allow our 
hearts to be transformed. It is gazing upon Him in whose image we 
were made.  It is placing ourselves and our loved ones before the 
radiance of His peaceful gaze to experience His healing, strength-
ening presence.
