THE CAPITAL CAMPAIGN UPDATE

Dear Friends,

The capital campaign committee
and solicitors have been working hard to
contact all parishioners and complete the
campaign. If you have been contacted,
please make a decision regarding your com-
mitment as soon as possible. It has come to
our attention that two rumors have been
circulating about donations to the cam-
paign and the committee wants you to
know the REAL story.

First of all, there has never been a
policy or any letter written by me or Fa-
ther Thompson (our past pastor) stating
that you MUST donate at least $3,000.00 to
John XXIII if you expect to be a parishioner.
As you heard me say often from the pulpit,
“Your regular and f ai
the Mass and involvement in the parish is
the best gi ft t hat
campaign, as well as those preceding it, no
one is judged on how much he or she can
give. However, we have asked that you
prayerfully consider a gift to the campaign
and make your pledge as an act of faith.

Second, if you are currently making
payments on a past pledge, all of the
money that you contributed in the past will
be counted toward your gift. In order to
make our record keeping easier as we pay
down our debt over the next four years, we
are asking everyone to make an additional
new pledge, with payments to begin July 1,
2009. For example, if you pledged
$5,000.00 to the church building campaign
in 2005 and have been making regular
$20.00 payments each week and your bal-
ance is $2,000.00, we are asking you to
consider making a new pledge of $4,000.00
(or some other amount) effective July 1,
2009. You would make the same weekly
payment of $20.00 and in 2012 when the
pledge is paid in full, you will have con-
tributed $7,000.00 to the building fund.
(53,000 paid before July 1, 2009 and 54,000
paid after July 1, 2009)

As always, please know | lift you up
in my daily prayer, everyday at Mass and in
my personal prayer. | ask you to keep me
and all people at John XXIll in your prayer
as well.
